Good Morning Brothers

I was asked to help members understand the state bidding system. I know that all the lodges have their own sports chairman and sports program.  We as Moose Brothers all need to work together and help support all of the Moose Lodges in the state. In working together and participating in sporting events in other lodges, this will help to make our State Tournaments more of a success.

How to bid on tournaments. There are requirements that need to be met before bidding on tournaments.

1.  Your lodge must have participated in the State Sporting Event you desire to host the previous year.

2. Your lodge must be in good standing with the Minnesota Moose Association.

3.  Your lodge must have representation at the Midyear Conference and State Convention for the year of your bid and tournament.

4.  The lodge should have a chairperson experienced in running the sporting event you are requesting.

5.  The chairperson must send a report containing a list of expenses and winners within (6) weeks of tournament ending to the State Sports Chairman.

The requirement and the bidding forms are on line under www.mnmoose.com, then go under state activities and click on the sports bidding forms and click on the sport you wish to bid on.

When you hold a state tournament. You should have state ballets for the other lodges that are participating in the tournament to nominate their own lodges for next year’s tournament. The lodge that is holding the tournament that year will go through the ballets and will decide who will have the tournament the following year.   This information will be passed on to the State Sports Chairman.

Getting  sports started in your lodge.


1. You will need to start by asking your members and their families what sporting activities they are interested in and what tournaments they would like to participate in.

2. Then have a signup sheet, to see how many people are interested.

3. You will need to have somebody to be in charge of the sport you are promoting.

1. Newsletter

2. Bulletin Board

3. Posters

4. Send Flyers to other lodges in the state
